The article deals with the evolution of British historical novel originated in romantic
W.Scott’s historical novel to postmodern historiographic metafiction. The characteristic
features of historical novel in the epochs of Romanticism, Realism, Modernism and
Postmodernism in the context of the historical events representation and interpretation
are in the focus of attention.
