SYMBOLIC SPACE OF WASHINGTON SQUARE IN HENRY JAMES’ NOVEL AND ITS SCREEN
VERSIONS

The article discusses the locus of Washington Square in New York as a symbolic space that embodies historical
changes in the development of the city, which, in their turn, reflect the changes in the system of values within social
framework. This research becomes a part in the investigation of a more general theme, dedicated to the artistic repre-
sentations of the city, its architectural and urban landscapes, in literature and various media. Thus, the aim is to find
the means and ways to create the city text from the historical point of view. Imagological categories make animportant
methodological tool for the research. The myth of New York requires the chosen perspective of intermedia studies, since
its image has long been multiplied by modern culture and has created a set of stereotypes. The research of the novel
through the lens of urban space works out intrinsic interrelation between the life of the city and its inhabitants. Central
conflict of the novel is based on the antagonism of social values of the patriarchal New York and the one which speedily
develops as a modernised and commercialized city. The child of the nature and psychological innocence Cathrine
Sloper is unable to get adjusted to the new dynamism of life and is found between social stereotypes of her Father, mer-
cantile interests of Morris Townsend and romantic visions of her aunt. In the screen versions of the novel New York
loses its plot related role and either moves the action to the inner space of the house (The Heiress, 1949), or remains an
exotic periphery with the naturalistic views of the city, which have to represent the authentic atmosphere of the time
(Washington Square, 1997).
